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INTRODUCTORY REMARKS. 

THE Six D'Oyleys in this Book, forming a Set, should be made with the same 
NePdle and Cotton, and the size of them may be varied as follows:-
lat Size-7j inches in diameter-Use Walter Evans and Co.'s Boar's-Head Crochet 

Cotton No. 4, and Walker's Uncotopic Penelope Needle No. 2. 
l!nd Si~-3j inches in diameter-Boar's-Head Crochet Cotton No. 8, and Needle No. l!j 
Srd Size-5 inches in diameter-Boar's-Head Crochet Cotton No. 12, and Neerlle No. s. 
For Baby's Cap Crowns-Bo&r's-Hearl Crochet Cotton No. 36, and Needle No. 4!. 
For Ornamental Maita:--Coloured Boar's-Head Crochet Cotton,s, using them as directed 

at the end of each pattern. 

The Three Anti-macassar Patterns may also be adapted for Sofa-Pillows, Couvre­
pieds, &c.; for which use Walter Enns and Co.'s 12-thread Crochet Cotton, and 
Une<itopic Needle No. I; or they may be worked in Colours, using Single Bt>rlin 
Wool, or Boar's· Head Cotton. 

The single stitches at the na of the roonds in the following directions are to be 
wo1 lr.ed through both sides of the stitches of the preceding round. This is necessary to 
be observed, as it makes the work neater and preTents the &ginning and ends of the 
Pattern from being perceived. Also, when directed-" To turn back and work s or 
more single on the last stitches ot the round," it is done to bring the thread to the 
ooutre of the chain stitches, its proper place to commence the next round.
