Use only fine 
thread for this lace; No. 60 Irish 
lace thread should be the coarsest 
used , but No. 80 makes a nicer lace, 
if somewhat more tedious in the 
working. 

The motifs are connected with two 
of the picot loops into corresponiling 

"groups of tr" at each side of the 
motifs. then the straightening lines 
arc worked at both sides, the lop 
portion finished with a row of d c, au<l 
the lower with a loop and picot .

I wilnt to draw the attention of the 
neerlie-worker lo the possibilities of

For the decoration of 
household linen this work has the 
great \'irtue of wearing well . The 
brairls streugthen the whole work in 
a wouderful manner, and adcl to its
