Flowers and Leaves in Crochet, were studies which I found comparatively easy in their
separate forms; but to combine them with effect in one design, with concise and simple
directions, was a task of great difficulty, labour, and time. This, and the care that has been
bestowed in perfecting the engravings, will fully account for the delay of the work, since its
announcement in June last.

Encouraged in my endeavours to forward this delightful accomplishment by the approba-
tion and flattering testimonials my works have received, I beg respectfully to intimate that a
Third Series of New Patterns are in course of preparation.

when the work is finished, knot every 2 ends of the thread together, and cut them close.

6 times), then 4 plain stitches in the same 9 chain, then miss 2, and work 5 plain down the
5 stem stitches, and 1 plain on the stem of the leaf: (2nd leaf), the same as the first, and then
work 12 single stitches on it, which will bring the thread to the point of the leaf, and con-
tinue working 2 leaves and 1 flower until the required length is obtained, cut off the thread ;
and to join the leaves and flowers together, work a row all along the tops of the flowers,
thus, commence at the point of the 1st leaf and work 1 plain stitch on it, then 3 chain, and
on the flower 5 plain in the 1st 5 chain, (miss 1, and 5 plain in the 5 chain 5 times), 1 chain,

and 1 plain on the point of the next leaf : repeat to the end.

loop ; turn back, and on the 15 plain work 1 plain, (5 chain, miss 1, and 1 plain
7 times,) 3 chain, turn back, and join it to the centre of the 7 #reble of the leaf ; then on the
flower, (miss 1, and 5 plain in the 5 chain 7 times ; then on the stem of the Flower, 5 plain,
and 5 plain on the stem of the leaf, and work the

2d leaf.—13 chain, turn, miss 1, 2 plain, 7 treble, 2 plain, turn, and leaving 1 chain for the
stem, work 1 chain to cross it, and in the same stitches as those on the other side, work
2 plain, 4 treble; then join it to the last 5 plain of the flower, and on the leaf, 3 treble,
2 plain, 1 plain in the 1 chain; turn, and on the other side, 2 plain, 7 treble, 2 plain,
1 single stitch and 7 plain on the stem of the 1st leaf. Knot the two ends together and cut

them off.
