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Foundation Stitches and How to Make Them

1. CHAIN STITCH (ch)—Is the foundation of all crochet
work. Begin by twisting the thread around the needle
once, to form a loop, then * throw the thread around the
needle and draw through the loop. This forms one chain
and is repeated from * for the count or length desired.

2. SLiP STITCH (sl st)—Is most frequently used to join
rows, or toslipinvisibly from one part of the work to another.
Having one loop on the needle, insert the needle in the
stitch directed, draw the working thread through this stitch
and the loop or the needle with one motion, thus making a
flat, close stitch.

3. SINGLE STITCH (s st)—Having one loop on the needle,
insert the needle in the stitch directed, draw the working
thread through this stitch, making two on the needle, then
draw the working thread through these two loops.

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5. DOUBLE TREBLE CROCHET (d tr)—Is made similarly
to the treble, the difference being that the thread is thrown
around the needle twice and the loops are worked off two
at a time for three repeats.

6. TRIPLE TREBLE CROCHET (tr tr)—Has the thread
thrown around the needle three times and the loops are
worked off two at a time for four repeats.

7. HALF TREBLE CROCHET (h tr)—Is sometimes called
“group stitch.” Having a loop on the needle, throw thread
over, insert needle in stitch directed, draw working thread
through, draw through two loops, leaving two loops on needle,
* thread over, needle in next stitch, draw thread through,
draw through two loops, leaving three loops on needle,
repeat from *, leaving four loops on needle, then draw thread
through all four loops.

8, JIALF DOUBLE TREBLE (h d tr)—Is made in the same
manner, leaving the last operation of each double treble
until the required number have been made and then taking
off all the stitches at once.

9. P1coTs (p)—Are usually made by a chain of three or
five, then a slip stitch in the first chain. When thereis a
variation of the above, it is specifically given in the direc-
tions.

10. SPACES (sp)—Are the open meshes of filet crochet.
To form a space, make one treble, then chain two, skip two
stitches of previous row and make another treble. This
should result in a perfect square but perfection requires
persistent practice as well as the correct sizes of needle and
thread. Tor a space at the beginring of a row, chain five,
which allows three for the treble on the edge, and two for
S e St the usual chain, two at top of space.

All workers know it is a simple process to increase the length of a row by ‘ii‘“
adding meshes at the first end by making a chain on the end of the preceding NEannm
‘ 1955

row and making the extra blocks or spices on that chain, but it has been
claimed the only way to add meshes at the end of a row already made was
to make the trebles run crosswise of the work, which is never very satisfac-
tory as it will look different from the remainder of the row. By using the
following mcthod it will all be the same: When making a row on which meshes
are to be added at last end of row, instead of making the last treble of the
block already there, ch 2, and fasten with a slip stitch to the same loop that
ordinarily you would put the last trcble in; that will bring your thread even

with the lower edge of row, then make a chain long enough to work the extra meshes on. If 1 mesh is required it will want ch
of 6; if 2 meshes, ch 9; if 3 meshes, ch 12, adding three stitches for each mesh after the first one; turn and make either sp or bl
along chain, just which is desired, then fasten with slip stitch to top cf last mesh before the chain was added; turn, slip stitch
-0 end of added meshes, then you will be ready to start another row., '

DIRECTIONS FOR FILET CROCHET WORK

The tighter the thread is held, the firmer and more even the work, and if crocheted closely, the following table can be re-
lied upon. However, practice alone will enable the worker to crochet tightly enough to follow this table, and if the thread is
loosely held, the meshes will increase to the inch.

The more closely the table is followed, the more beautiful the finished article.

HOW TO MAKE TATTING

With cend of shuttle thread between thumb and frst
finger of left hand, pass thread around fingers of this hand
not too tightlv. Cross thread over first finger. Holding
point of shuttle between first finger and thumb of right
hand, with shuttle horizontal, and thread from you, raise
thread with middle finger of right hand by passing finger
first over and then under. [Pass shuttle under thread on
left hand, between first and sccond fingers, without re-
leasing shuttle; bring back over this thread and under
thread on right hand, draw shuttle thread forward tightly,
gradually drawing up stitch with fingers of left hand. Do
not release stitch.  Draw loop up to thumb and catch with
thumb. Notice that the left hane thread is looped around
lhef)shuttle thread. This i1s called a half stitch (the first
half).

For the second half, thread is dropped instead of raiscedd,
shuttle is passed over left hand thread instead of under (as
before), is brought through below, between the two threads
(as before) and drawn up the same.

These are the only motions in tatting, and in no case
should the shuttle be released in making a ring which is
composed of any number of stitches.

A picot which is made by leaving a space of thread he-
tween stitches may be joined by drawing working thread
through picot and passing shuttle through loop, then
drawing. up close to resemble a half stitch but not to be
counted as such.

Having the embroidery in center of material is but another new idea for the needleworker.

The cover should fit your bridge table cover. It is made of a heavy oyster colored Art linen and carries a two-inch hem,
which is held down by one or two rows of cross-stitch in black. The design for the border, in peacock feathers, i1s worked in Steel
Blue 108, Moss Green 5, and Black 12, and the working chart {or distributing these colors can be found on page 22, showing the
marking fer these three colors, though of different tones in the threads. The peacock is worked in Light Steel Blue 69, Delft Blue
22, Steel Blue 1£8, Moss Green 5, Dk. Moss Green 60, Dk. Willow Green 109, Light Yellow 56, Yellow 9, Dk. Yellow 43, Brown
52, Black 12, and the foot and hill worked with T.t. Crimson 118.

The branch of tree on which he is standing is worked with Lt, Golden Brown 50, and Brown 52. The cherry blossoms on
the tree behind the peacock are worked with Light Rose 67, Rose 46 and Dk. Rose 579, Centers of Lt. Yellow 56 and Dk. Yellow

It is made on canvas like cross-stitch, only the stitches all run the same way,
instead of being crossed back, and the work is left on the canvas where it is made, the
background being filled in with one tone, usually gray, tan or black and used for chair-
backs and seats, footstools and pillows,
